Gospel commentaries:
Today's Gospel reading seems to consist of three different parts: sometimes the listener cannot even understand

why they were combined. One part tells about the healing of a demon-possessed son, which the father asked for.
This son has a very strange spirit that destroys him, breaks him, throws him into the fire, then into the water.
The second part and even the circumstances that Matthew describes are completely different: Jesus and the
apostles came alone. The disciples begin to rethink everything they have heard and seen, asking Jesus: "Why
can't we do what you can? We couldn't cast out that evil spirit, but you could.” Then Christ speaks about faith,
which, even if it is as small as a mustard seed, is capable of doing great things.

The third part is, in fact, a proclamation of the future, a prediction that Christ gives his disciples about his
suffering, death and resurrection. The disciples are sad for several reasons, because they cannot cast out the evil
spirit, they have no faith, and worst of all, Christ goes to death.

What unites these three texts into one word of God, which is addressed to us today? What does the Lord God
want to tell us with this holistic reading of the Holy Scripture?

First of all, in today's Divine Gospel, we see Christ as the Savior of man, who heals him, restores his integrity,
and completes God's creative plan for him. To heal here means to return to man his original paradise fullness,
which was broken by the fall. To complete God's plan means to fulfill the very purpose for which he was
created - to bring him to the ultimate goal of human existence. As we see, the healing of this demon-possessed
boy is a manifestation of God's plan about who a whole man is. We can say that this man is truly whole,
genuine, as God intended him to be.

In this story of the prodigal son, the evangelist proclaims that the Lord God created man as a temple of the
Holy Spirit, as a spirit-bearing being. As the Holy Fathers teach, if the Holy Spirit does not dwell in

to a person, then he cannot be completely himself, he loses his chastity. This means that at some point the
wholeness of the Creator's wisdom was lost, which He invested in man, whom He had just created from the
dust of the earth and breathed into him His Spirit of life. That is why, turning with bitterness to the father of
this boy, Christ aftirms the tragedy of the sinfulness of all humanity: "O faithless and perverse generation! How
long shall I be with you!" (Matt. 17:17). The son's demonic possession is like the face of the disaster of the
wound of sin, in which both the father himself and the whole people live, in need of healing and salvation!

Only that person who, step by step, restores within himself the fullness of God's image, which he carries within
himself, grows in Divine grace and grows to the fullness of the Holy Spirit or, as spiritual ascetics used to express
it, lives by the acquisition of the Holy Spirit, and whom the Lord heals when he prays and fasts, is complete in
himself, becomes a whole being in accordance with God's plan for himself, exists in completeness, in chastity.
Sometimes we perceive this word almost physiologically. However, from this example we see that man is truly a
spiritual being, and the spiritual life in him is not some kind of addition to earthly, physical life. The integrity of



the human being is restored only when the Lord God gives him the Holy Spirit as the germ of resurrection. It is
obvious that man cannot give this to himself, is not able to save himself. Therefore, the disciples feel powerless
to fulfill the task of healing, because they themselves are not yet complete.

And here the word about the mustard seed comes to the fore in the Gospel narrative. Christ says to his disciples:
“If you have faith as a grain of mustard seed, you will say to this mountain, ‘Move from here to there,” and it will
move; and nothing will be impossible for you” (Mt 17:20). In the Gospels we hear several times about the
mustard seed. Christ says that the Kingdom of Heaven is like a mustard seed, which, although it is the smallest
of all, grows so large that the birds of the air come and nest in its branches (cf. Lk 13:18-19, Mk 4:30-32 and Mt
13:31-32). What is this about?

Christ compares a broken, destroyed, broken by sin, incomplete person to a mustard seed, which, although
small, is the way God created it. It is whole in itself, because, according to Gregory the Theologian, it has
remained the way the Lord created it. It is whole, it has within itself the great life force that the Creator gave it.
Although it is insignificant in size and it is easy to lose it, it is easy to ignore it, however, the life force that it has
surpasses all the big, beautiful, powerful seeds and shows the power of life that the Lord God wants to put into
His creation.

We often give ourselves an idea of the power of faith under the influence of modern movies or cartoons about a
superman who has superhuman powers or magical abilities and can do what others are not capable of. This type
of thinking does not correspond at all to what Christ tells us today. The Son of God, speaking of prayer and
fasting as necessary conditions for casting out the evil spirit, points us to the path to healing ourselves, to healing
the deficiency that we all have, being marked by original sin, and then by personal sins. The Lord God is the
Healer and the One who, saving a person, restores to him his wholeness, chastity, and grants the grace of the
Holy Spirit.

“A house without a rushnyk is not a home.” — Ukrainian proverb

While the word rushnyk can refer to an ordinary towel, the ceremonial rushnyk is distinct in its
ornamentation and cultural significance. In almost any Ukrainian home, the family icons—and
more recently, family photographs—would be draped with rushnyky, offering protection to the
family, home, and village. These cloths appear in all family rituals: infants are wrapped in them
at birth, and they play a central role in betrothal and wedding ceremonies. Remarkably, despite
the turmoil of the 20th and 21st centuries, the rushnyk continues to be an integral part of
Ukrainian culture.

Glencairn Museum is proud to host this traveling exhibition from the Icon Museum and Study
Center in Clinton, Massachusetts. Curated by Professor Franklin Sciacca, the exhibition features
rushnyky and related artifacts from his collection.
