Gospel’s commentary:

Dear brothers and sisters in Christ, in the passage from the Gospel of Matthew 19:16-26 we read about a
young man’s encounter with Jesus. It is striking that this young man immediately calls Jesus “Teacher,” but
Jesus never calls him his disciple. Will the Lord call us “disciples”?

Gospel Commentaries:

It is striking that the name of that young man is still unknown to us, and the reason is simple: because this
story had no continuation in him. This story ended with this young man leaving, not following Christ. He
made his choice: he remained unknown. Like those who do not want to follow Christ.

They want to be good executors of various laws, so that, as they say, “everything is fine,” so that no one is
harmed. They want to appear well-mannered and ethically correct. From an early age, they are often
praised for their exemplary behavior, but they will never be able to hear: “You are a disciple of Jesus, you
are His follower, your speech and behavior betray you.”

So, does the Lord recognize us as “His disciples”?

Everything was fine until the moment when it was necessary to give an answer.

As in the past, so today there are those who come to Christ and are delighted with Him, with His teaching.
Deep down, they feel the need to be near the Source of all goodness, to draw inspiration daily and, having
been filled with it, to give it to others who are thirsty for goodness. Only God is good, and we are an
extension of His goodness.



But there comes a moment when the temptation creeps in to shift attention to ourselves and to admire
ourselves, seeing goodness only as our own. And then thoughts come: “What will happen without me? I
always do everything well! There is no one better than me! I must be appreciated! etc.”

Then a person turns away from the Source of Goodness and closes in on himself, loses touch with God,
feels that he lacks something. It seems that everything is fine on the outside, but inside there is emptiness.
God knows the reason for such desolation and always gives a hint: to leave what was the hope of salvation
(idol, admiration, deification of someone or something) and to trust in the true God to follow Him.
This is where the moment of truth comes: will you leave the obstacle and go?

In modern culture, we can observe that we educate each other little in sacrifice: we want to have and not
give anything in return. The culture of searching for “discounts” or “free” teaches us that we can have,
giving little or nothing.

And there is also misunderstanding: we constantly think and work for the material, binding ourselves to it,
but at the same time we want to live free, spiritually.

On the path of faith, we must be prepared for the fact that we must leave something behind to fill our
inner emptiness, we must be willing to sacrifice and renounce in order to become free,

we must trust in Him and follow Him in order to bear His name — Christian.

Iinvite you to think about this: if Christ were to address you and invite you to follow Him, what would
He ask you to renounce?

The young man was invited to renounce wealth, and YOU?

“A house without a rushnyk is not a home.” — Ukrainian proverb

While the word rushnyk can refer to an ordinary towel, the ceremonial rushnyk is distinct in its
ornamentation and cultural significance. In almost any Ukrainian home, the family icons—and
more recently, family photographs—would be draped with rushnyky, offering protection to the
family, home, and village. These cloths appear in all family rituals: infants are wrapped in them
at birth, and they play a central role in betrothal and wedding ceremonies. Remarkably, despite
the turmoil of the 20th and 21st centuries, the rushnyk continues to be an integral part of
Ukrainian culture.

Glencairn Museum is proud to host this traveling exhibition from the Icon Museum and Study
Center in Clinton, Massachusetts. Curated by Professor Franklin Sciacca, the exhibition features
rushnyky and related artifacts from his collection.
