SUNDAY’S COMMENTARY:
In the word of the Holy Gospel that we have just heard, Matthew proclaims God to us as the Savior of all

people, regardless of their ethnic, national or geographical origin. The Lord wants every person to be saved
and to come to the knowledge of the truth (cf. 1 Tim. 2:4). For every person was created by Him in order
to receive in His only-begotten Son the gift of divine sonship, to be His son or daughter. The Gospel of
Matthew is addressed mainly to listeners of Jewish origin, to those from that culture. They considered one
of the important signs of the Messiah, whom the Old Testament people of God awaited, to be that He
would gather the scattered, seck the lost, save those in danger. The Messiah would reunite into one people
everyone for whom He would come, and thus fulfill His mission. So who is the recipient of this salvation?
To whom did Jesus Christ come? Is He the Savior of the Jews only? Is it necessary to be born only into this
nation in order to be sons and daughters of God? Are there limits to His saving mission? These questions
greatly troubled the early Church. The answers to them depended on whether Christianity would remain a
religious movement within Judaism or whether it would be a universal, universal religion, good news for
women and men of all times and all nations. To answer these questions, Matthew portrays Jesus Christ as
overcoming borders. Today we hear that Christ overcomes the northern border of Israel and comes to the
lands of Tyre and Sidon.

The Lord turns to the woman and begins a conversation with her. She begs Him to heal her daughter. And
Christ says: “It is not right to take the children’s bread and throw it to the dogs” (Matt. 15:26). The wise
woman replies: “Yes, Lord! Yet even the dogs eat the crumbs that fall from their masters’ table” (Matt.
15:27). In other words, Christ touches on the mental boundaries that were already in the mind of the
Canaanite woman and in which she approaches Him. For she thought that representatives of other
nations, except for the Israelites, were animals without rights. Only sons and daughters can claim their
privileges and inherited blessings before the Father. That is, foreigners do not have the same honor as those
who belong to this successful people. Christ seems to be calling the apostles and the woman to overcome
the divisions they carry in their hearts, even on religious grounds. The faith of the Canaanite woman
reveals the understanding that Christ is the Savior of her people as well. Faith makes it possible to become a
relative from a stranger, transforms puppies into sons and daughters of the Lord, who can eat not only
crumbs from His table, but also sit down with Him at His table in the Kingdom of Heaven. The apostle
Peter will later write about this to the baptized Gentiles: “Once you were not a people, but now you are the
people of God, who had not received mercy, but now you have received mercy” (1 Pet. 2:10).

The daughter of the believing Canaanite woman is healed by Christ’s word. “Then Jesus answered her, ‘O
woman, great is your faith! Let it be done for you as you wish’” (Matt. 15:28). These words and gestures
reveal Jesus Christ to us, according to the Apostle Paul, as the new Adam, the progenitor of a new
humanity.

To believe is not simply to agree to something that I do not understand, or to grasp an unknown power
that comes from the Master. The evangelist John says: “As many as received him, to them he gave the right
to become children of God, to those who believe in his name; who were born, not of blood, nor of the will
of the flesh, nor of the will of man, but of God” (John 1:12-13).

To believe is to be born again. To believe in Christ means to be born of Him, to be clothed in Him, to
become sons and daughters of God. Thus the word that we heard today in the apostolic reading is fulfilled.
The Lord says to his people: “I will be a Father to you, and you will be my sons and daughters, says the
Lord Almighty” (II Cor. 6:18). When we believe, we become sons and daughters of our Heavenly Father.



Then Christ begins to live in our hearts, as it were, and we begin to bear His heavenly image. Describing
the overcoming of the boundaries between the old and the new, describing the fruit of the Christian faith
and the Sacrament of Baptism, the Apostle Paul says this: “The first man is from the earth, the earthy, the
second man is from heaven. As is the earthy, such are the earthy, and as is the heavenly, such are the
heavenly. And just as we have borne the image of the earthy, so we shall also bear the image of the
heavenly” (1 Cor. 15:47-49). When Christ dies on the cross, the Apostle Paul, looking into this mystery of
the crucified God, says that the heart of our Christ the Savior is revealed in the pierced side. The partition
wall that divided humanity from one another is broken. This is evidenced by the torn church curtain.
Therefore, looking at the crucified Savior, Paul says: “There is neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither slave
nor free, there is neither male nor female, for you are all one in Christ Jesus” (Gal. 3:28).

To this day, the Church is the sacrament of the unification of all humanity, the sacrament of the unity of
the human race. The grace of the Holy Spirit, which acts in the Church, knows no boundaries: ethnic,
racial, national, political, and gathers all people into one people of God.

Today, too, our Church prays to the Savior, like this Canaanite woman for her daughter. We must care for
those who do not yet know the Lord God and are far from Him, who feel like a foreigner: mentally,
politically, religiously. That is why it is so important to be open to everyone for whom our Savior and Lord
Jesus Christ died and rose again.

May the common mission of proclaiming the Gospel of Christ the God, who came to save all, and the task
of gathering and gathering all in the dispersion of those who exist, once again become the unifying force of
our Church. And the center of its unity is the Patriarchal Council, which expresses its own mission in its

name.

“A house without a rushnyk is not a home.” — Ukrainian proverb

While the word rushnyk can refer to an ordinary towel, the ceremonial rushnyk is distinct in its
ornamentation and cultural significance. In almost any Ukrainian home, the family icons—and
more recently, family photographs—would be draped with rushnyky, offering protection to the
family, home, and village. These cloths appear in all family rituals: infants are wrapped in them
at birth, and they play a central role in betrothal and wedding ceremonies. Remarkably, despite
the turmoil of the 20th and 21st centuries, the rushnyk continues to be an integral part of
Ukrainian culture.

Glencairn Museum is proud to host this traveling exhibition from the Icon Museum and Study
Center in Clinton, Massachusetts. Curated by Professor Franklin Sciacca, the exhibition features
rushnyky and related artifacts from his collection.
