Brothers and Sisters, by faith Moses, when he was grown up, refused to be called a son of Pharaoh’s
daughter, choosing rather to share ill-treatment with the people of God than to enjoy the fleeting pleasures
of sin. He considered abuse suffered for the Christ to be greater wealth than the treasures of Egypt, for he
was looking ahead to the reward. And what more should I say? For time would fail me to tell of Gideon,
Barak, Samson, Jephthah, of David and Samuel and the prophets— who through faith conquered
kingdoms, administered justice, obtained promises, shut the mouths of lions, quenched raging fire, escaped
the edge of the sword, won strength out of weakness, became mighty in war, put foreign armies to

flight. Women received their dead by resurrection. Others were tortured, refusing to accept release, in order
to obtain a better resurrection. Others suffered mocking and flogging, and even chains and

imprisonment. They were stoned to death, they were sawn in two, they were killed by the sword; they went
about in skins of sheep and goats, destitute, persecuted, tormented— of whom the world was not worthy.
They wandered in deserts and mountains, and in caves and holes in the ground. Yet all these, though they
were commended for their faith, did not receive what was promised, since God had provided something
better so that they would not, apart from us, be made perfect. Therefore, since we are surrounded by so
great a cloud of witnesses, let us also lay aside every weight and the sin that clings so closely, and let us run
with perseverance the race that is set before us, looking to Jesus the pioneer and perfecter of our faith, who
for the sake of the joy that was set before him endured the cross, disregarding its shame, and has taken his
seat at the right hand of the throne of God.

Gospel’s commentary for this Sunday:

What Isaiah prophesied is happening today. This is what Christ says to his first disciples: “... you will see the

heavens opened.” Those opened heavens are not some space between the clouds in the sky. The opened heavens
are the Lord God Jesus Christ, the One who tore through the heavens—God became man! God comes,
immerses himself in the human world, and reveals himself to man. It is not the human mystery of God’s search
and aspiration that becomes revealed, but the inner mystery of God’s own life that becomes revealed. First, we
hear how Christ reveals the human, and here the promise that God will reveal himself to man. Man comes to
know the Mystery of God Himself, who wants to reveal Himself to man, to make Himself known, and is the
first to go out to meet him. Only then will what every disciple of Christ seeks and longs for be fulfilled: the Lord
Christ is here with me! He reveals me to myself and reveals to me the depths of God’s Revelation. He shows that
He is here, with me, speaking to me.

This Sunday is also called the Sunday of Orthodoxy. Historically, this Sunday marks the end of the
discussion of the turn of the 8th and 9th centuries in the Byzantine Empire — the so-called iconoclastic
controversy ends. This Sunday, the Church seems to claim that those open heavens, about which the
Gospel of Christ announces to us, are also open to you and me! The Sunday of the Triumph of Orthodoxy
has nothing to do with the triumph of one Christian denomination over another, as some understand it
today. For this triumph is a celebration of the fullness of God's openness to man, which is transmitted as
the content of the Christian faith from the early disciples to you and me. This triumph is joy, a triumph of
the fullness of God's Revelation, which we and you can comprehend today! It is this that the Church
invites us to celebrate today. Today, we seem to be beginning to understand more deeply the content of
the Christian faith, about which Christ personally speaks to his disciple Nathanael. One of the brilliant
theologians of the 20th century said very interestingly and profoundly: Christianity is not a religion in the
sense of a human search for God, a comparison of a person’s ideas or expectations regarding the eternal,
Divine. “Christianity is not a religion, it is a Revelation, it is the voice of God Himself” (Fr. Oleksandr
Men). Today He comes to me and speaks in all its fullness, just as He spoke to His first disciples. He calls
me not only to learn about Him, but to know Him personally. Today He wants to meet me, communicate,
talk with me and lead me further along my earthly life path. And therefore, having experienced the touch
of this voice and having accepted this Revelation about the Divine, we, together with the apostle, in
emotion pronounce the apostolic confession of faith: “Teacher, you are the Son of God, you are the King
of Israel!” (John 1:49).

This Sunday we especially honor the holy icons. For this is not an artist’s fantasy about God,
which he paints in a visible image. An icon is God’s Revelation, it is the open heavens.
According to the canons of the Church of Christ, an icon is the mystery of the presence of the
person depicted on it. An icon is a space for meeting with the one depicted on it. Therefore,
every true icon is signed — we know with whom we meet in prayer.

We are invited to a living dialogue, prayer and meeting with our Savior, who is visibly present
for us today through holy icons, just as he once was for Nathanael. The Church of Christ invites
us to prayer and dialogue with the Most Holy Virgin Mary and all the saints. Heaven is open
today for us too. Let us enter this heavenly space, which is opened through holy icons for us
here, in our earthly, human reality.

May the merciful Lord speak to each of us today! And let us, together with the first disciples,
respond to Him! Let us experience a personal encounter with Him at this very moment, in these
open heavens of the Divine Liturgy! Let us understand that being a Christian is not just knowing



a little or a lot about God, it is being able to perceive His voice, to be the addressee of His Divine
Revelation.
