When Jesus saw that
a crowd came running together, he rebuked the unclean spirit, saying to it, “You spirit that keeps this boy
from speaking and hearing, I command you, come out of him, and never enter him again!” After crying
out and convulsing him terribly, it came out, and the boy was like a corpse, so that most of them said, “He
is dead.” But Jesus took him by the hand and lifted him up, and he was able to stand. When he had entered
the house, his disciples asked him privately, “Why could we not cast it out?” He said to them, “This kind
can come out only through prayer.”

They went on from there and passed through Galilee. He did not want anyone to know it; for he was
teaching his disciples, saying to them, “The Son of Man is to be betrayed into human hands, and they will
kill him, and three days after being killed, he will rise again.”

Gospel’s commentary: The story of the Gospel reading [for the fourth Sunday of Lent] is very familiar
to all of us, especially to parents who love their children, care about them, and worry about their future.
Every father and mother, every educator sometimes feels that there comes a time in the lives of their
children when the influence of parents on their children begins to wane, especially when they grow up,
become teenagers, young men, and young women. It so happens that the authority of dad and mom begins
to waver, but more than that, when a father or mother begins to see that a child is falling under a bad
influence, and the opportunity to guide them on a good path is a failure, then great anxiety arises for the
future of their child. So often today, young people fall into the net of various evils, which in modern
culture can even be anonymous evil. This evil influence can so capture the imagination and inner world of
a child that it is impossible to free themselves from it. The Apostle Mark says that an unclean spirit threw
this son into the fire and into the water. How often someone who is under the influence of evil rushes to
extremes. It seems to a young person that some extreme movements, trends or ideas can be successful,
can bring human glory, a sense of one's own strength. We say about such people that such a girl or such a
boy is looking for himself.

This evangelical father began to understand that in order to save his son, it is not enough to find just a
good teacher. He turned to the apostles to teach his son the right life, but they could do nothing. The
father begins to understand that some pedagogical technology is not enough to save his soul. He needs
someone who has the power to drive evil out of his own life and the life of his son. Therefore, he comes
to Jesus, to the One who is the source of good, who has the source of the Holy Spirit within himself. The
source of good is God the Father, the Son is the bearer of that source, and the Holy Spirit is the all-
conquering power of good.

At the end of this conversation with Jesus, the father says: “I believe, but help my unbelief!” It is
interesting that the conversation about saving his son is concluded with the father’s request for faith.
After all, faith is nothing more than a person’s union with the source of goodness, with God. In the
apostolic reading [of the fourth Sunday of Great Lent] we hear that faith in God is the anchor of the
soul, faith unites a person with the source of goodness and gives him the opportunity to build true,
unshakable spiritual foundations of his life. It is interesting to note that that son, perhaps in the first
years of his maturation, when he began to reflect with his father on the foundations on which it is
worth building his life, wanted to know first of all what the foundation of his father’s life was.
Sometimes parents begin to understand that their children are not bad when they conflict with them;
children seek the foundation of their father and mother’s life. When parents are believers, they can pass
this foundation on to their children. That is why the connection between man and God is so
important, which can give meaning to our lives, can heal the soul and body. Faith is and should be the
spiritual basis, the foundation of our entire life. Then we can be sure that no evil, no extremes will
shake it.

The healing of today’s young man is a call to each of us to stand before the eyes of Our Savior and say
the same words that this evangelical father said to Christ: "Lord, I believe in You, but help my
unbelief!”

We are now experiencing the time of Great Lent. In other words, Great Lent can be called a time of
healing, spiritual recovery. I think that each of you who has ever visited a doctor has heard the
question: What are you complaining about? If our Lord, standing in the temple, had asked the same
question, what would we have told Him? We would complain about others, about some evil that
someone has done to us, or about someone who has not done something to us. But in fact, when a



doctor asks this question, he looks at the state of our health. During Lent, we must identify our own
shortcomings, shortcomings, defects, and spiritual illnesses and complain about them. If we deeply
analyze all our spiritual ailments and sins, we can reduce them to one common denominator - little
faith in God. We seem to be believers, we remember God from time to time, but when we need to
build the deep foundations of our lives, to find out why the waves of life throw us into extremes, to
look for the true anchor of our own soul, only then do we see that first of all we need to ask our Lord
to increase our faith, to strengthen our unity with Him, so that no evil can fill our soul, so that we may
be bearers of the Holy Spirit. For the Lord created man to be a temple of the Holy Spirit.x xxxxx
