Gospel’s commentary

Dear brothers and sisters in Christ! It often happens that a person living in this world seeks glory,
power. Usually, earthly power is exercised in two forms: authoritarianism and despotism, when
someone forces people to do something, takes away from them what they want; and populism,
when someone tries to please the low instincts of lust of modern man and in this way gain a high
rating from him, that is, glory. But none of those forms of earthly glory is service, does not aim
at the true good of man, and therefore on the tombs of those great men will be written: “Sic
transit gloria mundi!” (“Thus passes away the glory of this world!”).

But today Christ reveals to us the true meaning of his power over man and the world. God’s
power means service. Therefore, Christ says: “...Whoever wants to become great among you
must be your servant, and whoever wants to be first among you must be the slave of all. For even
the Son of Man did not come to be served, but to serve, and to give his life as a ransom for
many” (Mark 10:43-45).

We have gathered for God’s service. This is the moment when our Lord and Savior wants to
come to us to serve us. He invites us to become partakers of the cup of his blood. He tells us not
to be afraid to enter even into the suffering that is an integral part of human reality outside of
paradise. Why? Because there, in the days of human suffering, he will go before us, be a lamp
before our feet, a light that will lead us to the glory of God, to the resurrection and eternal life.
Even in the darkness of suffering and death, He will always precede us on our earthly journey,
but at the same time He will invite us to be partakers of His service to man, that is, not to be
afraid to glorify God by being willing to give what we have and who we are for the needs of
modern humanity, those who are next to us in suffering during war.

Christians have always tried to glorify God in their lives. In the prayer “Our Father” we pray:
“Hallowed be your name.” What does this mean? When we serve other people, as Christ served
us, God’s name is sanctified and glorified in us. And when we are ready to sacrifice ourselves in
love for God and neighbor, our lives become salvation for those we love.

Today, Christ asks me and you: are you ready to be baptized with the baptism with which I am
baptized and to drink the cup that I drink? Holy Pope Leo the Great says that such readiness is
the content of true fasting. If our fasting becomes bread for others, that is, if we limit ourselves in
something, giving it to the needy, then this turns into the true glory of God, immerses us in the



depths of God, makes us partakers of the bread of life of the Body of Christ and the cup of
salvation of the Most Holy Eucharist (cf. Disc. sulla Quaresima, 10, 3-5).

In the moments of great suffering of our people during this criminal war, let us ask the Lord to
go before us today to Jerusalem, so that His word may be our light on the dark paths of earthly
life. Let us gaze intently at our Savior, at His glory, at the face of our King of glory. Let us seek
in Him the glory with which God Himself will glorify us, beloved disciples, when we serve
others and give even our lives for the life and redemption of many. Lord, reveal Your power and
glory today in the body of the long-suffering people of Ukraine! Amen.

As expected from the genocidal criminal russian state, their campaign of terror has intensified.
