Six days before the Passover Jesus came to Bethany, the home of Lazarus, whom he had raised from the
dead. There they gave a dinner for him. Martha served, and Lazarus was one of those at the table with

him. Mary took a pound of costly perfume made of pure nard, anointed Jesus’ feet, and wiped them with
her hair. The house was filled with the fragrance of the perfume. But Judas Iscariot, one of his disciples (the
one who was about to betray him), said, “Why was this perfume not sold for three hundred denarii and the
money given to the poor?” (He said this not because he cared about the poor, but because he was a thief; he
kept the common purse and used to steal what was put into it.) Jesus said, “Leave her alone. She bought it
so that she might keep it for the day of my burial. You always have the poor with you, but you do not
always have me.” When the great crowd of the Jews learned that he was there, they came not only because
of Jesus but also to see Lazarus, whom he had raised from the dead. So the chief priests planned to put
Lazarus to death as well, since it was on account of him that many of the Jews were deserting and were
believing in Jesus. The next day the great crowd that had come to the festival heard that Jesus was coming
to Jerusalem. So they took branches of palm trees and went out to meet him, shouting, “Hosanna! Blessed
is the one who comes in the name of the Lord—the King of Israel!” Jesus found a young donkey and sat on
it; as it is written: “Do not be afraid, daughter of Zion. Look, your king is coming, sitting on a donkey’s
colt!”

His disciples did not understand these things at first; but when Jesus was glorified, then they remembered
that these things had been written of him and had been done to him. So the crowd that had been with

him when he called Lazarus out of the tomb and raised him from the dead continued to testify. It was also
because they heard that he had performed this sign that the crowd went to meet him.

Gospel’s commentary:

Christ says: “She kept this myrrh for the day of my burial” (John 12:7). The early Fathers of the
Church and the hymns of the Liturgy with which we prayed convey something else to us. Jesus Christ
himself is like a vessel of precious myrrh. For myrrh (we will consecrate it on Holy Thursday this week)
is the fullness of the grace of the Holy Spirit, the vital force that resides in Him, and the bearer of



resurrection and life. Christ comes to Jerusalem to die on the cross. The moment of death will be the
outpouring of this myrrh. This source of life and resurrection will be poured out on every person.
Therefore, today Jerusalem sings: “Save us, Son of God, hosanna!” For to save means to give, to pour
out upon us the eternal life and resurrection that Christ carries within himself—it means to anoint us
with the anointing that He is, to make us partakers of His life and resurrection!

Christ goes to Jerusalem to become the life and resurrection of his people, who receive him, believe in
him, to give such a victory that no earthly ruler can win. Christ goes to give that eternal anointing that
the Son of God received in the bosom of the Father, and each time he comes anew to pour it out on
each of us and make us partakers of that resurrection that he himself is.

During the Divine Liturgy, at the most important moment, when on the throne the bread and wine
will be transformed into the Body and Blood of Jesus Christ, when he descends to us in the Holy
Spirit, we will sing this hymn: “Hosanna in the highest! Blessed is he who comes in the name of the
Lord”! He will indeed come to make us partakers of his Body and Blood, life and resurrection. We
celebrate this holiday with great joy, because we become partakers of the Resurrection, into which our
Lord, who is coming to Jerusalem, wants to introduce us.
