Gospel (John 20:19-31).

On that Easter day, the disciples were frightened. Having experienced the loss of their Teacher, who
seemed to have departed from them, they lost the meaning of life. However, Christ comes first through the
closed door, stands in the middle and says: “Peace be with you!” It is interesting that this gesture of the
Lord is repeated twice in today's Gospel. The first time He came in this way to His disciples was on the
evening of Easter day. And the second time he comes on the eighth day, that is, as today, and repeats the

same gesture, saying: “Peace be with you!”.
