Brothers and Sisters, all the saints through faith conquered kingdoms, administered justice, obtained
promises, shut the mouths of lions, quenched raging fire, escaped the edge of the sword, won strength
out of weakness, became mighty in war, put foreign armies to flight. Women received their dead by
resurrection. Others were tortured, refusing to accept release, in order to obtain a better

resurrection. Others suffered mocking and flogging, and even chains and imprisonment. They were
stoned to death, they were sawn in two, they were killed by the sword; they went about in skins of
sheep and goats, destitute, persecuted, tormented— of whom the world was not worthy. They
wandered in deserts and mountains, and in caves and holes in the ground.

Therefore, since we are surrounded by so great a cloud of witnesses, let us also lay aside every weight
and the sin that clings so closely, and let us run with perseverance the race that is set before us, looking
to Jesus the pioneer and perfecter of our faith, who for the sake of the joy that was set before him
endured the cross, disregarding its shame, and has taken his seat at the right hand of the throne of God.

But many
who are first will be last, and the last will be first.

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Gospel’s commentary:

This Sunday, which follows the great feast of the Descent of the Holy Spirit, is a time of prayer that
the Church dedicates to the glorification of all the saints. Remembering all the holy people from the
beginning of human history to the present day, we are invited today to contemplate the fruits of the
descent of the Spirit upon the human race, to see another dimension of the Church of Christ, the
Church glorified, the Church of saints of various kinds of holiness who are part of our ecclesial
community. They help us, fight for us against evil, standing before the throne of God. This belief in
the unity of the Church, which suffers in purgatory, travels from earth to its heavenly homeland, and
is glorified in heaven, is called the Church’s teaching on the communion of saints. Our ecclesial
community is much broader than we can even imagine. All of heaven today prays for us, helps us, and
intercedes for us.

What does it mean to be a saint? How can we find the way to one day be in heaven with all the saints?
After all, this is the goal and calling of every person. Nothing sinful and unclean can enter the
Kingdom of Heaven. Therefore, we must live on earth in such a way as to prepare for this eternity. If
we compare the duration of our stay on earth with eternity, then these are incomparable magnitudes -
a moment and infinity. We must live this “moment” on earth correctly in order to deserve eternal life.
However, today's Gospel reveals to us a deeper, much more interesting side of holiness, that Lord's
calling addressed to every person, not only to individuals. We now often hear about heroes. We say
that difficult times give birth to great people. What is the difference between a classical hero, sung by
the luminaries of Greco-Roman literature, and a saint? This question was asked by early Christians,
because the Greek understanding of the hero was based on the idea of the glory and power of a person
who, in particular, opposed the one whom mythology presented as a substitute for the true God. Let
us recall the story of Prometheus, who stole fire from the gods in order to do good to people. So when
we talk about heroism, we mean human perfection. And holiness is something deeper. A saint glorifies
God’s greatness, which is revealed in man, with his life, with Christian heroism.

In the human sense, only a few can become heroes, but all should be saints. The Heavenly Father
addresses each of us: “You must become holy, because I am holy” (Lev. 11:44-45). Christ calls: “Be
perfect, therefore, as your heavenly Father is perfect” (Mt. 5:48). And in today’s Gospel, the Lord

speaks of a special dignity, using words that we do not fully understand: “He who loves father or
mother more than Me is not worthy of Me. And he who loves son or daughter more than Me is not
worthy of Me. And he who does not take up his cross and follow after Me is not worthy of Me” (Matt.
10:37-39). What does it mean to be worthy of Christ? His cross is the source of life and salvation. Our
Savior, crucified on the cross, constantly pours out for each of us the Sacraments of the life of the
Church from His pierced side. When the centurion pierced His side, blood and water flowed out. The
Holy Fathers understood that these were the Holy Sacraments of Baptism and the Eucharist. This is
the secret of the dignity of Christ’s disciple in relation to the Divine Teacher.



If a person understands that his life calling, his personal cross, can become the source of his
sanctification, then everything he does takes on a completely different meaning. Then even burdens do
not crush him, but on the contrary, they become the source of his stability, because this source
pulsates with life. To be worthy of Christ means to know where to draw strength from. Father and
mother cooperated with God, giving us life on earth. However, in Christ we have the very source of
life, not only temporal, but also eternal. Drawing from that source, we must, at the call of Christ, act,
grow, and be sanctified.

How many times have we repented of having lost God's gifts? The Lord constantly bestows upon each
of us various talents, graces, and abilities. Yet we come to Him every day empty-handed, asking for
more and more. Today, on the feast of All Saints, let us ask ourselves: what have I done with the gifts
that I have already received from the Lord God? We must repent for wasted opportunities,
possibilities, resources, abilities, talents, for wasted Divine grace, and for the wasted gift of the Holy
Spirit. After all, when we waste what the Lord God gives us, we become unworthy of Him, just as a
student becomes unworthy of his teacher when the latter's knowledge and experience pass him by.
Conversely, a saint is one who lives in accordance with the gift of the Holy Spirit received from his
Divine Teacher, is faithful to Him, multiplies what he has received, grows in the grace he has been
worthy of, and bears a hundredfold fruitin it.
