At that time, when he entered Capernaum, a centurion came to him, appealing to him and saying,
“Lord, my servant is lying at home paralyzed, in terrible distress.” And he said to him, “T will
come and cure him.” The centurion answered, “Lord, I am not worthy to have you come under
my roof; but only speak the word, and my servant will be healed. For I also am a man under
authority, with soldiers under me; and I say to one, ‘Go,” and he goes, and to another, ‘Come,’
and he comes, and to my slave, ‘Do this,” and the slave does it.” When Jesus heard him, he was
amazed and said to those who followed him, “Truly I tell you, in no one in Israel have I found
such faith. I tell you, many will come from east and west and will eat with Abraham and Isaac
and Jacob in the kingdom of heaven, while the heirs of the kingdom will be thrown into the outer
darkness, where there will be weeping and gnashing of teeth.” And to the centurion Jesus said,
“Go; let it be done for you according to your faith.” And the servant was healed in that hour.

Sundays’ Gospel Commentary:

The word of the Holy Gospel, which we have just read, proclaims the healing power of the word
of God. Matthew describes an unusual event that took place in Capernaum on the shores of the
Sea of Galilee. A centurion, a Gentile, comes to Jesus Christ and begins to ask Him to heal his
servant. The Lord replies: “Behold, I am coming to your house to heal him” (cf. Mt 8:7). The
centurion was afraid and said: “Lord, I am not worthy that you should come under my roof” (Mt
8:8). This reaction was not surprising: according to the customs of Jewish piety, a Jew who
entered the home of a Gentile was considered unclean. However, Christ suggested coming to the
centurion, and the centurion, as if responding to this, begins to ask for something deeper and
more than the health of his servant: “Lord, just say the word, and my servant will be healed”
(Matt. 8:8). The pagan centurion asks for the word of Jesus!

This request becomes the key to understanding everything that happens next. What did this
believing Roman ask for? If we delve into the books of Holy Scripture, we will hear many times
about the healing, saving power of God’s word. The Lord God called into existence everything
that exists, heaven and earth. “For he commanded, and they were created. He established them
forever and ever, and gave a law that will not pass away,” sings the psalmist (Ps. 148 (147), 5—
6).

By his word, God created Israel as a chosen people. And in the Old Testament, its [God's word]
was synonymous with God's law, because the Lord does not simply speak, but calls man to some
action, gives a task. However, in the context of this Gospel text, we hear that God's word is not
"something", not some blind force that man needs to supplement the lack of health, well-being,



etc. It is Someone! God's word is the Son of God Jesus Christ, who is ready to come to our
home.

That Word of God, which we ask for, which we hear, listening to the words of the Holy
Scripture, is nothing other than the coming to us of the Savior Jesus Christ. The Father sent Him
into the world of man to heal it and bring it out of corruption. David sings about this healing
power of the coming to us of the Son of God: "He sent his word and healed them, and saved
them from the grave" (Ps. 107:20).

The Lord does not simply go to the centurion’s house, He enters into the life of man, takes him
out of the circumstances in which he has distanced himself from God, and restores him to
wholeness. He does not simply restore health to his creation, but heals him, gives him the
fullness of life. Therefore, marveling at the faith of this Roman soldier, Christ points to the
creation by God of the word of the New Testament people of God, the Church, the new Israel:
“Truly I say to you, with no one in Israel have I found such faith. I tell you that many will come
from the east and the west, and will sit down with Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob in the kingdom of
heaven, but the sons of the kingdom will be thrown out into the outer darkness, where there will
be weeping and gnashing of teeth” (Matthew 8:10—12).

The centurion reveals in his answer another condition for this creative word of God (our Savior)
to come to man. The man compares it to the order of a military commander. The word of God
must not only be heard, but also obeyed. Only in this case can we be healed. The apostle James
speaks about this in his epistle: “Be doers of the word, and not hearers only, deceiving
yourselves. For if anyone is a hearer of the word and not a doer, he is like a man who looks at his
natural face in a mirror; he gazes at himself and goes away and immediately forgets what kind of
person he is. But he who looks intently into the perfect law of freedom and continues in it, not as
a forgetful hearer but as a doer of the work, this man will be blessed in his deed” (1:23-25). So
we must listen to the word of God and obey it so that it becomes part of our lives. The faith of
the centurion shows us the need not simply to respond to it, but to obey it. This is a command
that a person must obey, and the word of God will work miracles.

Reflecting on the healing power of God’s word in human life, Saint John Chrysostom observes
an interesting thing. Heaven and earth, all the elements of this world, without hesitation, obey
God’s word, everything listens to its Creator, except for man, a creature whom He, having
created in His image and likeness, endowed with the gift of freedom (De Sacerdotio II, 4-6).
When a person listens to God’s word but does not obey it, it becomes inactive in his life. It is
appropriate to compare this with how a medical worker affects a patient. A doctor can treat a
wound with the help of a surgical instrument, prescribe medicine, directly influencing the
processes that occur in the human body, but when it comes to healing a person, his cooperation is
needed. God acts on a person through his faith. God’s healing power touches the wounds of a
human being through trust in His word, through the voluntary acceptance of His healing coming.
This was noted by ancient doctors. In particular, the Muslim physician Avicenna said: when a
sick person does not trust the doctor, he takes the side of the disease, and then the two of them,
acting on one, do not give the doctor the opportunity to cure the patient. Listening to the word of
God, we must take the side of the healing power that is given to us, we must believe in the One
who comes to us, and then a miracle happens. God speaks - and the person who accepts Him
with faith is healed.
